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I.C. DEBATING SUCCESS

THEOLOGS
DEFEATED

The Imperial College debating

team came away from the finals

of the U,L.U. debating contest on
Monday, March 9th at the Beveridge Hall
as holders of the Debating Challenge
Cup for the first time ever,

15 minutes before the debate start-
ed the Captain of the Imperial team won
the toss and decided that Imperial
should propose. Then the sealed envel-
ope containing a motion decided upon by
the President and Secretary of U.L.U.
debates was opened and the motion read
out by the ceptain of the team from
Richmond College, the other finalists.

The motion was: "That Commercial
enterprises are a greater danger to the
liberty of the individual than politi-
cel partiess"

: Les Allen opened the debate for
I.C., outlining the I.C. case, and
mentioning the various ways in which
commercial enterprise limited indiv-
idual freedom. John Loome who sec-
onded for I.C. attacked modern methods
of advertising and some other dubiocus
aspects of modern commerce.

The first Richmond.peaker dwelt
at great length on the weaknesses of a
two party system, The second Richmond
speaker made several good points but
was not very tidy in his presentation.

Third speakers on both sides were
whimsical. Peter Jarman for I.C. was
witty in a manner relevant to the mot-
ion, but the Richmond speaker, undoubt-
edly an excellent comedian in the Al
Read vein,was largely off the point.

Bo. ..nch speaking Lth far I.C.
made out that it was almost a contra-
diction in terms to speak of a pol-
itical party limiting freedom. His
opposite number from Richmond pro-
duced a magnificent piece of oratory
marred only by the occasional out-
standing illogicality.

John Loome's summing up for I.C.
was unquestionably stronger than the
Richmond effort.

The verdict was decided by a
panel of 3 independant judges.

Les Allen had to leave the debate
befare the end to be back in time to
play the lead in the Taming of the
Shrew.

IC. LOSES RUGBY FINAL TO KINGS

At Motspur Park last Saturday I.C.

relinquished their grasp on the U.Ls
Rugger Cup with a2 rather disappointing
display of Cup Rugby. Right from the
beginning of the game when I.C. seemed
unable to do anything right, it looked
as though Kinds were a better team.
After 10 minutes of ragged play during
which T.C. had plenty of ball, a pen=-
alty from a lineout infringement on
our 25 gave Kings a 3 point lead..
Two minutes later Ted Wright, openside
wing forward, was helped off the field
with what turned out to beija dislocated
shoulder.

Play now swung more fre-
quently into I.C.'s 25, although the
I.Ce scrum still got their share of the
ball. Two missed penalties from within
the I.C. 25 should have heralded the
I.C, retaliation but it was not to be.
Later I.Ce in turn missed two penslties
and although they got a fair share of
the ball, inconclusive play allowed the
game to range from one end to”the other.

In the second nalf Kings kicked off
with the wind and while play was still
in our 25, Jones in the Kings centre
dropped a goal from in front of the
posts making the sgore 6-0, When play
again returned to our line, an attempt
at a pushover try resulted in-a loose
ball a foot from the line and a Kings
forward scooped it over for three mare
points the conversion bringing the
Kings lead to 11-0. Having nothing
to tose I.C. began to try to open the
game up and for the last 15 minutes
played their best rugby of the gams,
keeping Kings in their omm 25. A out
back into the scrum by Flyhalf Hearn

with the subsequent pass to Bregazzi
and to Bridges resulted in the latter
scaring. The conversion hit the post
leaving the score at 11-3 where it
remained to the end of the game in spite
-of I.C. pressure.

Of the game as a whole, I.C. got off
to a very bad start and only recovered
in the last 20 minutes. Kings were a
very good team and proved very fast in
the forwards although the I.C. scrum were
still on equal terms at the end. Ted
Wright's injury left Kings with a spare
man to bottle up the I.C. outsices,
whose movement was already handicapped
by a certain lack of understanding at
halfback and it is difficult to say
what the result would have been had he
not had to leave the field.

The flow of the game was spoilt
completely by long and apparently
unnecessary periods of injury time on
behalf of the Kings backs. I.C., with
the exception of wings Milward and Buet,
did not show their Dest, although the
forwards fought to ¢ . bitter end, The
supporters~ who came to cheer must have
been as disappointed as the team but
we can only thank them and say that we
will do better next year.

Three more games remain to be
played this season, against Penzance,
Falmouth and St. Ives on 23rd, 24th
and 25th March in Cornwall, and we hope
that any I.C. men in the neighbourhood
will come along and watch.

Compared with the majority of
Shakespeare's plays, "The Shrew" leaves
much to be desired: the dialogue shows
a 'prentice grasp of poetry, although
Petruchio's "mother-wit" on first meet-
ing with Katherina gives a glimpse of
Shekespeare's control of words, the plot
is a patchwork of stories with many
loose ends = churacters meet in the
street, having come from distent lands,
and happen to know each other's fathers:
Petruchio has a half-hour's courtship
and disappears until the wedding day
without explanation: and Bienca's
woers do not seem concerned in attract-
ing her love.

The main plot gives rise to much
shouting and abuse from Petruchio to
everyone he meets, but he is very care-
ful not to say anything to his wife
that, more than any deed, may cause her
permanent hurt: he tames her with
inoredible severity by depriving her
of luxuries, and by tinting all his
remarks with cutting irony. As to the
object of his ravings, under the stub-
born and rebellious mesk of a biting
tongue, Katherina can be seen to be
marriagesble, and at the end (for a
modern audience) embarrassingly faith-
ful to her husband: on several occas-
ions she shows herself willing to submi
to his stupid whims, such as his asser-
tion that the sun was the moan.

The character of Bianca is more
difficult to analyse, for she does not
act as the sweet and innocent young _
woman thet Hortensio would have us bel-
ieve: her deceit of him in preference
for the unknown Iucentic, in the guise
of a tutor, is shameful by any standards,
and remains unexplained and unconvincing
in the plot. Not that Bianca is an
important part: but she is the focus
of all the sub-nlots except the In-
@uction, and should therefore be strong
enough to hold them together.

However, leaving aside all the
technicalities , there is enough com-
edy and plausibility in the story to
be good entertainment.
last week's production by the I.C.
Drametic Society. The leads were
played with considerable polish and
gusto, sufficient to overcome the
weaknesses of the plot and of the other
actors.

Leslie Allen geve an excellent
performence =s Petruchio: he raved
at the servants, treated his wife as
no wife should be treated, yet still
made himself liked by the audience.
Judith Kornbluth, as Katherine, was
also very good: her acting was most
moving and conveyed the change in
character well.

Grumio, servunt to Petruchio,
was played by Peter Morcan  he has
showmn a great improvement in the
last few productions, and this was his
best yet - he really made us feel
cold when he entered Petruchio's house
shivering.

STICKING TO EARTH

The motion discussed at the Union
Debate on March 10th was “That this House
wishes to stick to earth® This was pro-
2osed by kr. M.G. Kullian, a lecturer in
Fhilosophy at the Reynl Zoll ege of Art,
and an Oxford graduzte. Tis speech
turned mainly on the idea that the mater-
ial satisfactions which could be exper-
ienced on Earth were quite adequate,
without having to depart to otier planets
in order to find new ones. He supuort-
ed tihis view by exhibiting brightly
coloured brochures advertisin~ a cer-

t in holiday camp, which, he alleged ;-
was one place where these satisfactions
mwight be obtained. He was opposed by
Mr. L.J. Carter, the Secrctary of the
British Interplanetary Society, who,
with obvious sincerity, described the
new vistas which would be opened to
Man by the conguest of Space, the
opportunites for scientific discov-
ery, and the solution of Earth's pop-
ulation problems. Mr., Jarman spoke
third, with fiery eloguence, but a
shortage of matter, He mentioned
the legal problems whici would arise
from the disputed ownership of Space,
and asked the House what it was that ted
men to travel in Space when they knew
they would be sgepping out. of th&ir
front doors into ....nothing. Mr.
Finch, speaking f'ourth, spent too

much time discussing lir. Jarman and his
speechy  He then paid verbal homage

to those twin oratorical gods, the
spirits of Adventure and of Scientific
Discovery.

Speeches from the floor were few
in number, and lacking in vizour.  Mr.
Loome made the day's best point against
the motion, when he said that too much
time and money were being devoted to the
Space race, which could more profitably
be used for the reliei of the under-
nourished peoples of the world.

However, it has been decid-
ed to broaden the scope of such a son-
iety to include every aspect of the
struggle for World Peace and the Soc-
will therefare have the title of
'Peace Union.' In this way we hope
to embrace all shades of opinion in
I.C. on the subject of World peace
and co-operation.

The constitution will be on the
Union board by 9th March and the
signatures will follow immediately.
The rest will be up to the S.C.C. and
Union Executive.

DR.ZHIVAGO.

Boris Pasternak's book. "Dr Zhivago", is
not ‘a’ good novel when tompared with those
of Tolstoy and Dostoyevsky: this said
M.G. Kullman M.A. from the Royal College
of Art, is shown by the lack of contimous
plot, the strange coincidences which are
not a consequence of events, and the
unexplained appearance and disappearance
of people other than Zhivago himself,

However, overlooking this point, the
book pre-supposes some previous knowle-
dge of the Russian Revolution (as compa-
red with "War and Feace", in whioch all
required history is given), and against
this it makes sense. it doeg not give .
theloverall picture, but rather the ob-
verse human story of one men's suffering
and the cost of the revolution. Fence a
chaotic form of writing has been used to
desoribe an unstable social structure in
a chaotic situation - a good reason for
the meny omissions.

Zhivaego is not a good hero; he is
not an aotive agent for the good or bad,
and his life is epitomised by passivity.
He stands for values which are ignored
by the revolution - ordinary values of
love and poetry on the one hand, and of
keeping his family alive on the other -
values which are both above and below
those of the revolution itself. He is
8coused of being a coward, for runming:
away to write poetry, because he did mo
agree that all should be secraficsd for
the revolution.

COMMENT

Dear Sir,

I feel I cannot let David Finney's
letter to go without comment. Is there
a genuine need for a Peace Union in this
College? We have a long-established
International Relations Ckub which sure-
ly is the body for discussion of prob-
lems which surround the aspecys of "the
struggle for World Peace."

The wording of the letter and the
use of phrases such as Struggle for
World Peace, Peace Union, World Peace
and Co-operation strongly suggest a
Communist inspired orgasnisation. That
every member of the Union is entitled to
his own wiews is undeniable and if there
are cnougn people with similar interests
or views they should be allowed to form
a society. However there is a Marxist
sub-group of the Lit and Deb Society.

If the pfoposed Peace Union is Communist
then that is its olace.

Any movewent fighting for world
peace if it is to have a moral force
must either contain all shades of pol-
itical opinion or be apolitical, that
is to say argue from a humanistic
point of view. The United Nations
Students Association, containing all
shades of opinion, is such a body on
a national scale. U.N.3.A. not only
talks about world problems but it
takes part in practical colutions of
some. It participates in work camps
where volunteers help to build houses
for refugees, the products of' war and
world unrest. U.N.S.A. endeavours to
understand and help others to under-
stand the U.N., a body dedicated to
peace which however is only as strong
as its members allow it to be. The
International Relations Club is affil-
iated to U.N.S.A. and therefore it
seems proper that any discussion such
as David Finney envisages should be
within the International Relations Club.

have done, whereas the body whigh did
them is mortal. And rurther, there is
the possibility of living in the futute.

tangible in the streets below, and that
they had themselves -entered that future
and would, from now on, be part of it."

PHOTOGRAPHIC EXHIBITION

This year's Photographic Society
Exhibition showed in general a consider-
ably higher standard of photography
than last year's. In part this was
presumably due to o slightly different
hanging policy, whereby a strictly
selected set of prints and slides were
put on show, Since this is an exhibi-
tion whose lowest standard reflects on
the club as surely as its highest this
is obviously a good idea, Perhaps a
better, if a smaller exhibition could be
produced by carrying this treatment a
stage further. The exhibition is
still dominated by the work of a hand-
ful of members. In some few cases
these members themselves are not, I
think, really selective in what they
choose to0 submit. Their prints aecerd-
ingly swamp the show, and certain names
ocour on stand after stand. If the
coammitteé really wants these maratham
entries could they not raise another
Glaister-type trophy and present this
for the best panel of prints irres-
pective of subject matter. In this
way, the work of the big producers could
be kept togother, Incidentally Dr.
Glaister again provided one of the high-
lights of the exhibition with just such
a one men panel.

I thought the Technical and Record
section presented some ridiculous
contrasts as well as some of the most
interesting prints. Surely a picture
of a Ylood-lit chateau and ancther of
the drive gea¥s of 2 printing vess
simply do not belong in the same section.
To place them together sesems nonsensi-
cal, and must make the job of judging
the section unnesessarily difficult.
This College at any rate should find
no difficulty in fielding a full Tech-
nical section over and sbove the nebu-
lous Record photos.

Divorced from their sections and
their anthars the prints shom were of”
a very high standard. It was a pleas-
and change to see mounting and titling
helping rather then spoiling geed
photographs. Mr, Ginger's task of
selecting the prize wimning prints
mast have been difficult, and, in-
evitably, not everyone will have agreed
with his judgement. Prominent amongst

s P IaRy Y=t
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the prize winners Mr, Eycott emerges

as a prolific, proficient, and, one
might almost add, a professional photo-
grapher. His portraiture entry seemed
to me as good a thing as we have seen.
I had a conviction that there were far
too many, but would not like to have to
leave oute Mr. Peacock impressed
with his sure eye for a picture.

Many exhibition prints seem to result
from lucky shots and it is a pleasure
t0 see care and planmning even before
the exposure is made. There are many
others worthy of individual mention,
but space harly permits an exhaustive
survey.

The transparency sections were aga-
in popular. It is a pity there is not
a better way of displaying smell trans-
parencies, The public projection/
session did little justice to any of
the darker slides; it is unfortunate
that this side of the exhibition was not
handled as professionally as the rest.
Many of the slides seemed to lack the
mechanieal finish which would be
necessary in an exhibition print.

This is surprising as some of the un-
mounted speciments were well worth
looking afters The colour section was
remarkably restrained, and there were
some beaufiful studies which were vir-
tuelly monochrome. At the other end
of the scale were flower and leaf
studies using the full colour range of
the film involved., There were no
colour prints shown, emphasising the
need for a good cheap and reliable sma-
teur colour printing system. Perhaps
the Agfacolour system will have put this
right by next year.

(Vice-President's Footnote: The hang-
ing policy followed this year was

as in previous yesrs, the first
consideration being that every entrant
must be represented somewhere, even
though that person may only enter one
print, and that a rather poor one.
With this ries €0 ‘the fore, we then re-
Jected some twenty prints. There wexe
various reasons for this - duplicatiua,
bad mounting, hed printing, or just a
bad photograph. We had to be far more
ruthless with the colour transparencies,
and rejected over half, the mein rea-
sons being had colour balance, or bad
vhotography.

From this exhibition six prints have
been chosen to represent the College in
the Fifth European Inter-University Pho-
tographic Exhibition being held in
Bristol this Yesr. I.M.P.)
