Here i s a l i t t l e adv i ce on harassment and un lawfu l e v i c t i o n , 
s ecur i t y o f tenure and rents . Fur ther d e t a i l s may be obta ined 
from the Rent O f f i ce r , 90 C r o m w e l l R o a d (on the corner o f 
G l o u c e s t e r Road) , your l o c a l town h a l l or from me in the Un i on 
O f f i c e . 
1. P r o t e c t i o n aga ins t e v i c t i o n 

and harassment . 
It i s a c r im ina l of fence for 

anyone to turn you out of 
your home without a court 
order or to try to d r i v e you 
out us ing threats , v i o l e n c e 
b u l l y i n g , or any other type 
of inter ference. 

If you are lawfu l l y o ccupy ­
ing a house , f lat or rooms 
as your home and anyone 
t r i es to treat you in- th i s 
way , you shou ld inform your 
l oca l c o u n c i l . They have 
power to prosecute and 
there are heavy pena l t i e s 
on c o n v i c t i o n . T h i s b a s i c 
pro ject ion a p p l i e s to everyone . 
Tenants of pr ivate land lords 
have the add i t i ona l r ights 
desc r ibed here under "security 
of tenure" and "Rents". 
2. Secur i t y of tenure 

a) P r o t e c t ed t enanc i e s . 
Tenants of furnished and 

unfurnished houses and 
f la ts or rooms w h i c h are not 
part of the i r l and lo rd ' s home 
w i th a rateab le v a lue not 
exceed ing £1500 in London 
are protected by Rent A c t 
s e c u r i t y . On ly the court 
can order such tenants to 
leave even if a no t i ce to 

qui t has exp i red or a f ixed 
term tenancy has ended . The 
The court cannot make such 
an order except on grounds 
l a id down in the 1968 Rent 
A c t , as amended by the 
1974 Rent A c t — for example , 
that the tenant i s not pay ing 
the rent, or i s c a u s i n g annoy­
ance to the ne ighbours , or is 
damaging the l and lo rd ' s 
furni ture . 

b) L e t t i n g s w h i c h are part 
of the house i n w h i c h the 
l and lo rd l i v e s .

a c c u s e d t h i s week of p l ann ing 
sec re t l y to force l o c a l 
author i t i es to make staf f 
redundent and to make further 
cuts i n h igher educa t i on of 
over £130 m i l l i o n . 

N U S P r e s i d e n t C h a r l e s 
C l a r k e s a i d he wanted the 
government to answer two 
spe c i f i c charges : " F i r s t l y , 
that the Rate Support Grant 
for next year , wh i ch i s due 
to be announced today, w i l l 
be so l ow as to dr i ve some 
l o c a l au thor i t i e s into bank­
ruptcy , or enforce mass i v e 

r edundanc i es . I don ' t know 
i f Mr M u l l e y and the other 
s o c i a l s e r v i c e s m in i s t e r s 
are put t ing up any k i n d of 
f ight aga ins t the T reasury 
and Mr C r o s l a n d ; but u n l e s s 
these cu t s are s topped, they 
w i l l he p r e s i d ing over the 
des t ruc t i on of educa t i on 
and s o c i a l s e r v i c e s a s we 
know them. 

" S e c o n d l y , that p l ans for 
mass i v e spend ing cu ts have 
been drawn up and top 
C i v i l Servants are work ing 
on ways to carve over £130 
m i l l i o n from higher educa t i on 
a lone in the course of one 
year. That would mean the 
c l osure of many more c o l l e g e s 
and the i r departments, the 
redundancy of thousands 
of staf f i n a l l jobs w i th in 
the h igher educa t i on sector . 
Undoubted ly , the a l ready 
weaken ing cond i t i on of 
student support wou ld r ece i ve 
yet one more body b low. * ' 

The secrecy surrounding 

these p roposa l s reminded Mr 
C l a r k e of " T h e hatchet job 
wh ich des t royed the C o l l e g e s 
o f E d u c a t i o n " . He demanded 
an end of s e c r e c y . " L a s t 
week the Internat iona l 
Monetary F u n d lent £975 
m i l l i o n to the B r i t i s h Govern­
ment. What k i n d of guarantees 
were g iven in r e t u r n ? " 
Mr C l a r k e added: 

" I t may be that some 
form of short-term r e l i e f 
w i l l a r i s e to stop the worst 
e f fects . W h a t e v e r the 
s i tua t i on the p u b l i c has a 
right to know what i s go ing 
on . 

" I cha l l enge Mr M u l l e y 
to deny abso lu t e l y that the 
new Ra t e Support G ran t w i l l 
force even more sw ing ing 
c u t b a c k s . W i l l he g ive a 
ca t e go r i ca l assurance that 
there w i l l be no more 
cu ts i n educa t i ona l expendi ture 
for next year or subsequent 
ones? 

" I f these measures do 
go forward, l o c a l c o u n c i l l o r s 
must refuse to implement 
them; staf f must not be 
l a i d off; c ou rses must not 
be c l o s e d ; s tuden ts ' grants 
must cont inue to be p a i d . 
If that means that the c o u n c i l 
must look for support from 
the people who e l e c t ed them 
in pursu ing a c o l l i s i o n course 
with the government, then I 
am conv inc ed that they w i l l 
get i t . C e r t a i n l y those of us 
in student un ions w i l l do 
whatever we c a n . "

(Whilst I applaud your 
sense of morale justice, I 
teel that on this occassion 
you are being misled by it.

On the contrary, they 
were tactual and to the point 
and in the first instance, 
helped to destroy any 
unfounded rumours being 
spread at the time. I would 
draw your attention to the 
fact that, in the second 
story concerning a girl being 
raped, the so-called sun — 
type sensational story was 
in essence an announcement 

appealling for witnesses 
who may yet be crucial in 

helping to solve the case. 
The circulation of FELIX,

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Morphy Day 
ON T H E 21st March 1920, an RSM rowing e ight beat C & G over 
a one mi l e course ; th is was the f i r s t t ime the c o l l e g e s had raced 

s i n c e the r ev i va l of the ir i nd i v i dua l rowing c lubs after the 1st| 
Warld War. Mr Arthur Morphy, father of the G u i l d s ' s t roke , 
Dona l W Morphy, presented a cup wh i ch he had donated for the 
o c c a s i o n . 

The race became known 
as the Morphy C u p Race , to 
be competed for on M O R P H Y 
D A Y . 

Over the y ea rs , a s i d e -
event has become more 
popular, and now attracts 
more spec ta tors than the 
ac tua l boat races . T h i s 
event i s the batt le between 
C i t y and G u i l d s and a 
combined R C S / R S M team 
for an oar — the Morphy 
Oar . There are few ru les for 
the con tes t . The partaking 
teams l ine-up, f ac ing each 
other on the tow-path a l ong i s i d e 
the Thames at Pu tney ; about 
hal f a mi l e upstream from 
the C o l l e g e boat house . The 
three pres idents of the 
Cons t i tuent C o l l e g e Un i ons 
exchange " p i e s " and the 
batt le beg ins ; the w inners 
being the possesors of the 
oar when the combatants 
have run out of m i s s i l e s , 
drop ' d ead ' from exhaus t i on , 
or are overcome by the 
pervading odours. 

Thus the scene was set 
for t h i s y ea r ' s event . R C S / 
RSM, the ho lders from last 
year, were c l e a r l y the 
favour i t i es th is t ime due to 
their super ior i ty in numbers 
over the oppos i t i on , C i t y 
and G u i l d s . They out­
numbered G u i l d s by two to 
one. 

G u i l d s morale was never­
the l e s s h igh ; they were 
c l e a r l y r e l y ing on qua l i t y 
rather than quant i t y . 

The r i va l groups stood 
po i s ed , confront ing each 
other a c r o s s a fifty feet gap. 
The thr.ee C C U pres idents 
assemb led in the midd le , and 
the ad jud icator Mr John 
Downs , gave the s i gna l 
to exchange p ies and begin 
the bat t l e . 

Mr Downs , unfortunately 
was towards the r iver , and 
d id not no t i ce , pass ing behind 
h im, a member of the p u b l i c . 
The F a t e s had cont r i ved to 
take the poor innocent on a 
wa lk a long the tow-path, and 
to bring him between the 
oppos ing forces at p r ec i s e l y 
the moment the ac t ion 
began. He probably backs 
l os ing horses as w e l l , such 
is l i f e ! Immediately, he 
d i sappeared , as d id everyone 
e l s e , under a th i ck , b lack 
c loud of carbon b lack and 
f lour, dense wi th p ro j e c t i l e s . 

When the c l oud l i f ted, 
it was obv ious (from the 
sme l l ) , that both s i d e s had 
been s l ow l y preparing for 
weeks beforehand.

Sad to re la te , therefore, 
that Dona ld W Morphy, who 
was a keen O ld C e n t r a l i a n , 

and later became famous as 
hal f of " M o r p h y R i c h a r d s " , 
d ied ear l i e r th is year .

of E a s t e r n s t y l e s are 
cons i s t en t l y e voca t i v e . But 
the most breathtaking moment 
of the evening occur when 
the ent i re cas t appear in 
g lor ious Te chn i co l ou r to 
harmonize to the cha l l eng ing 
songs . A word must be sa id 
too for the l i gh t ing , wh i ch 
makes the most of an almost 
bare s tage , and frequently 
complement the ac t i on wi th 
shadow and s i lhoue t t e e f f ec ts . 

A l l , in a l l , then, a very 
engaging even ing , in wh ich 
one ' s at tent ion is cons tant l y 
he ld by the uncerta inty of 
never knowing what to expect 
next . Mahatma G a n d h i ' s 
grandson, Rajmohan, asked 
"What wilt Asia be known 
for? Will it be the blast of 
bombs? Will it be the cry of 
suffering?

In "Song of Asia", the 
cont inent wh i ch gave birth 
to a l l the wo r l d ' s major 
r e l i g i ons i s s t r i v i ng for the 
answer , and prov id ing hope for 
a l l those who care to l i s t e n .

At t rac t ing the largest aud i ence yet 
seen at IC th i s s e s s i o n , Gong went a 
long way toward making the g ig a l s o 
the most m u s i c a l l y s a t i s f y i n g . 

They seemed much stronger than 
the last time I saw them a few months 
ago, wi th regard to the d i r e c t i on their 
mus ic shou ld take , probably f i n a l l y 
shak ing off the after e f fects of the 
departure of mentor and gu id ing l ight , 
Daev id A l l e n . A l though it wou ld be 
unfa ir to say that the band has improved 
s i n c e the l eav ing of A l l e n , it would be 
true to say that under the assumed 
l eadersh ip of Steve H i l l a g e , they are 
concent ra t ing to a greater degree on 
the instrumental s i d e of their ideo logy , 
breaking away from A l l e n ' s often 
monomanic o b s e s s i o n wi th l y r i c s about 
pot-head p i x i e s , f l y ing teapots and 
other e so t e r i c p e c u l i a r i t i e s of the 
planet Gong . 

Whether or not you are able to get 
off fu l l y on the band 's mus i c depends 
as much as anyth ing on the type of 

grass that grows at the bottom of your 
garden, but even so one cou ld not he lp 
but apprec ia te the f ine m u s i c i a n s h i p 
d i s p l a y e d by the band dur ing a set that 
inc luded mater ia l most ly from ' Y O U ' and 
' F I S H R I S I N G ' , as we l l as some new, 
unrecorded tunes . P a r t i c u l a r l y e l e va t ing 

was f l au t i s t/saxophon i s t D i d i e r M a l h e r b e , 
who as w e l l as hav ing a sure t echn ique , 
d i s p l a y e d a f ine me lod ic s ense throughout, 
e s p e c i a l l y w i th h i s use of an E c h o p l e x 
dur ing h i s o r i en ta l l y - i n sp i r ed f lute 
feature. H i l l a g e too, was as tas t e fu l l y 
economic w i th h i s gui tar work as ever, 
w h i l s t what seems at last to be a 
permenant rhythm sec t i on l a i d down 

a s o l i d , invent ive foundation for the 
rest of the m u s i c i a n s to bu i l d on . Af ter 
a performance that l as ted a lmost n inety 
minutes , the su i tab l y impressed aud ience 
brought them back for a deserved 
encore . 

If Gong ' s mus i c was a w e l l executed 
as it was conce i v ed , the same cannot 
be s a i d of the support ac t . C l e a r L i gh t 
Orches t ra seemed to be a band wi th 
admirab le in tent ions but l ack the 
mus i ca l capac i t y to carry them off. 
A t tempt ing to emulate the innovatory 

ensembles of the past few years , 
the obv ious in f luence of L i f e t ime and 
to a l esser degree Match ing Mole c ou ld 
be heard protruding through the 
Cong lomerat ion of sound they produced 
during the two over- long p i e c es p l ayed . 
They had nei ther the m u s i c i a n s h i p nor 
the in t e l l i g ence to pu l l them through, the 
overa l l effect be ing a muffled psuedo-
complex who le , at their nadir (which 
they seemed to arr ive at w i t h e x c ruc i a t i ng 
regular i ty ) g i v ing the impress ion of 
b l indmen wad ing through a torrent of 
turd. 

N B Spec i a l mention shou ld go to 
Andy and h i s henchmen, who hand led 
the affair w i th t y p i c a l panache . T he s e 
hard work ing lads of the E n t s Commit tee 
deserve a l l the cred i t they have to ld 
me to g ive them. A l w a y s the height of 
d ip lomacy and decorum, they work hard 
day and night in order to make the 
Saturday night concer ts a s u c c e s s . Why, 
often I have seen them outs ide concer t 
h a l l s throughout London , sh i v e r i n g in 
the c o l d night a i r , w i th handouts 
dep i c t ing coming events at IC, r e l en t l e s s 
in the i r task ... 
(A l r i ght , enough of th is c r aw l i ng — Ed. ) 

Theatre 
"The Playboy of the Western World" 

For those of you who, l i k e me, had 
Synge ' s "The Playboy of the Western 
World" rammed down your throats at 
s c h o o l , the best ant idote has just 
j o ined the Na t i ona l Thea t r e ' s reperto ire , 
in their last s eason at the O ld V i c 
t h e c o m p a n y g i v e s a n e l e c t r i c performance 
of this Ir ish C l a s s i c . 

The bas i c plot i s s imp l e , Chr i s t opher 
Mahon a r r i v es in a remote v i l l a g e on 
the West coas t of Ireland and is pressed 
to admit that he has k i l l e d h i s father 
w i th one blow of h i s spade . Instead 
of turning him over to the p o l i c e , the 
innocent inhabi tants make him a hero 
and two women propose marr iage. 
N e e d l e s s to say h i s father a r r i ves 
and when th is i s i made pub l i c the 
admirat ion of the hero turns to angry 
contempt, d i s p i t e C h r i s t y ' s s u c c e s s 
in car ry ing off a l l the pr i zes at the 
l oca l spor t s . 

A t the f i rs t performances in D u b l i n 

by JM Synge The National Theal 

in 1907 r io ts were organised by the 
N a t i o n a l i s t s , angry at Synge ' s portrayal 
of Ir ish peasants as unfaithful and 
harbourers of murderers. Unfortunate ly 
they m i s s e d the point that, at that 
t ime, the Ir ish peasantry were de­
mora l i s ed , s c rap ing a meagre ex i s t ence 
off the barren ground, and ready to look 
for a hero in any l i k e l y cand ida te . 

Stephen R e a , perhaps better known 
as the taciturn Car te r Brandon in the 
B B C ' s recent comedy s e r i e s , "/ Didn't 
Know You Cared", p lays a s i m i l a r 
character in C h r i s t y , pa r t i cu la r l y 
e f f ec t ive when the l o ca l s are p ress ing 
him to f ind put why he is behav ing 

wi th s u c h r e t i c e n c e . H i s total bewi lderment 
at the s i tua t i on in wh ich he f inds 
h imse l f is another va r i a t i on on the 
v i c t i m as hero, for, desp i t e a knowledge 
of h i s wrongdoing , the aud i ence is 
persuaded to see him as hero too. A 

s i tuat ion made a l l the more c r ed ib l e 

At The Old V i c 

by the remoteness of the s e t t i ng . 
If the thought of mock Ir ish accen t s 

worr ies you , then you need have no 
fears for a lmost the ent i re c a s t i s 
Ir ish and, a l though the s e n s e is somet imes 
d i f f i cu l t to fo l l ow the sound is sheer 
poetry. The language Synge uses i s 
authent i c , for he spent severa l s easons 
in the Aran Is lands at the sugges t i on of 
WB Y e a t s . 

One of the most e f fec t ive parts of 
the play is the des c r i p t i on of the r aces . 
The set i s ingen ious ly des igned so 
that the charac te rs can go outs ide the 
the cot tage , where the" main a c t i on 
takes p lace and prov ide a running 
commentary of the events on the sands 
be low. Geoffrey Sco t t ' s a t tent ion to 
de ta i l is t e r r i f i c .

"Song Of A s i a " 
Westminster Theatre 

Without prior knowledge or 
a fa ir amount of d i l i g e n c e , it 
wou ld be a lmost imposs i b l e 
to d i s c o v e r the ex i s t ence of 
th i s show, w h i c h runs unt i l 
November 29th , Wednesdays 
to Saturdays on l y . The common 
pub l i c i t y c h a n n e l s seem to 
be ionor ing i t , a l though the 
C h r i s t m a s show at the same 
theatre i s a lready being 
adve r t i s ed . However , those 
who bother to make the short 
journey to V i c t o r i a w i l l be 
rewarded wi th a cap t i va t ing 
even ing . 

The idea for th i s mus i ca l 
sprang from the ' C e a s e f i r e ' 
two and a hal f years ago in 

V i e tnam. Young A s i a n s m e e t i n g 
at the Moral Rearmament 
Centre in P a n c h g a r i , India 
felt that more fundamental 
remedies were needed in 
A s i a , and dec ided to present 
their ideas t h r o u g h a 
combinat ion of dance , mus ic 
and drama. The show has 
appeared in India, V i e tnam and 
L a o s , and ar r i v es in Eng land 
at the end of a s ix -month 
tour of Europe . The members 
of the ca s t , 45 in a l l , are 
unpa id , and many had g i ven 
up the i r p o s s e s s i o n s to be 
with the show. 

T h i s be ing so , it was no 
su rp r i s i ng that one of the 
f i rs t th ings that s t r i k e s you 
about the m u s i c a l is the 
c o n v i c t i o n w i th wh i ch the 

cas t convey the i r i deas . The 
short s c enes , wh i ch are 
l inked by bouts of amusing 
repartee between a na i ve 
young Indian and an o ld 
sage , are main ly drawn from 
the r ea l - l i f e exper i ences 
of members of the cas t , and 
depic t moments of c r i s i s , 
where d e c i s i o n s based on 
hate and dece i t are read i l y 
taken, wh i ch lead inev i tab ly 
to further pain and su f f e r ing . 
The examples taken range 
from petty fami ly squabb les 
to matters invo l v ing large 
communi t i es , as in the 
Papua copper d i spu te . In 
the c l i m a x , a story about the 
cease f i r e in V i e tnam, a 
v i l l a g e r who has seen h i s 
two brothers shot down 

m e r c i l e s s l y by g u e r i l l a s i s 
torn between s e e k i n g revenge, 
and t ry ing to reason w i th 
the k i l l e r s . "// / have the 
courage to kill a man", he 
s a y s , "why can't I have the 
courage to love him enough 
to make him different". 
It is t h i s f ee l ing wh i ch runs 
throughout the m u s i c a l , and 
is re f lected in the songs 

and danc ing . 
The mus i c is provided by 

an authent ic c o l l e c t i o n of 
A s i a n inst ruments , the 
m u s i c i a n s l oook ing rather 
cramped in the s m a l l box 
prov ided, but sound ing 
e x c e l l en t , and the d a n c e s , 
de r i v ing from a w ide var i e ty 
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CROSS C O U N T R Y On Wednesday the 15th 
the X-Count ry C l u b descended 
on Gu i l f o rd for a qu i ck 6 man 
by -\u m i l e re lay round the 
C a t h e d r a l . The f i rs t team, 
for t i f i ed by the i n c l u s i o n 
of spr inter Dave West and by 
the return of something rap id ly 
approaching f i tness of Steve 
Webb, e ven tau l l y f i n i shed 6th 
out of about 30 teams; their 
best performance in th i s 
event for some y ea r s . 
Unfortunate ly it was not 
ra in ing so Borough Road 
were there — o therwise we 
would have done even better .
