R C S U n i o n members h a d ea r l i e r heard 
that the Duke of Ed inburgh had d e c l i n e d an 
i n v i t a t i o n to a t tend the R C S A n n u a l D inne r 
la ter i n the year . Revenge at th i s r e fusa l 
was a l s o a mot ive o f the k idnap p l a n .

The management c la imed that 
the ru le had been brought i n be­
cause a l l ow ing women to s i t on 
s too ls by the bar had meant that 
their handbags had caused 
conges t ion . 

The judge s a i d the management 
did not intend the rule to be dero­
gatory, that there was a l ack of 
in fer ior serv ice and that it was 
only a matter of courtesy as 
" b e i n g served at the bar would 
expose a person to the r i sk of 
be ing pushed or j o s t l e d " . The 
f ina l i n s u l t was the judges f ind ­
ing that the case was De Minimus, 
i . e . too t r i v i a l to bother w i th . 

The E . O . C - cou ld not afford 
to take the case to the H i g h Court, 
so unfortunately i t has been le f t . 

The l eas t that people c an do 
who are concerned about womens' 
r ights i s to boycot t the r es tau­
rant, wh i ch I hope F E L I X readers 
w i l l do.

No r should i t be 
necessary for the Society to 
arrange their own c r i t i c s - are a l l 
the F e l i x min ions so narrow mind­
ed that no sui tab le reviewer can 
be found? 

It i s time that F e l i x adopted a 
r e a l i s t i c att i tude to music at 
Imper ia l and stopped revo lv ing 
around the interests of the few 
students who produce the paper!

A l l C o u n c i l members are expected to attend 
and everyone else is very welcome. 
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A Plotting Union! 
Shirley Williams, Secretary of State for Education and Science, 

has announced that tuition fee levels will be increased again for 
next session, but supposedly only to keep pace with inflation/Even 
so, this could probably mean a 10% increase. 

Our union po l i c y i s to oppose inc reases in tu i t ion fees, oppose 
the fact that overseas students are charged more than home students, 
(d iscr iminatory l e ve l s are in operat ion) , and e s p e c i a l l y to oppose 
any increases for se l f -suppor t ing s tudents - such increases not 
nec e s sa r i l y re f lected by an increase in income. 

Fo r many of us who are supported f i n a n c i a l l y in some way and 
don' t have to pay our own fees it i s very easy not to be a l l that 
bothered about whether tu i t ion fees go up or not. We must remember, 
though, that a s i z e a b l e number of our co l l eagues do have to pay 
their own fees - and th is inc ludes home students a s we l l as oversea? 
students - and as such we should a l l ac t together as a Union to he lp 
them with th is problem. 

The most s e n s i b l e manoeuvre is to try to persuade the C o l l e g e 
not to increase fee l eve l s for next year for se l f - suppor t ing students 
but only for supported s tudents . Re t a in ing d i sc r imina tory l e v e l s , 
th is wou ld only cos t the C o l l e g e about £56,000 wh ich is a very 
sma l l sum when compared with the severa l m i l l i o n c o l l e c t e d v i a t u i ­

t ion f ees . Idea l ly , of course , we cou ld a s k that there be no increases 
at a l l , and that overseas students be charged at the home rate, but 
th is wou ld cost over £400,000 and i s perhaps a l i t t l e over -opt imis t i c . 
There are severa l c o n c e s s i o n s wh ich the C o l l e g e cou ld make, how­
ever , between these two extremes. 

A t the Open Meet ing of the Exte rna l A f f a i r s and Overseas S t u d ­
ents Commit tees on Tuesday (6.30 p m , Un i on Lower Refectory) we 
can a l l d i s c u s s how the campaign shou ld be run , and what form it 
c a n take , s o p l ease come a long if you have any ideas , or if you ' re 
just in te res ted . 

A far w ider quest ion i s the Government 's a t t i tude towards overseas 
s tudents in genera l , and I'm at the moment prepar ing a paper on the 
subjec t for U L U S R C so if anyone has any cons t ruc t i v e comments 
on the sub jec t , I'd be p leased to hear them.

Crash Pad Open 
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Your Rights as a Licencee, Tenant etc. 
Now that you have found somewhere to l i v e , you may o c c a s i o n ­

a l ly wonder what your chances are o f s tay ing there i f your land lord 
takes a sudden d i s l i k e to you . ( a n he jus t put your be longings out 
into the street and change the l o c k s , or is there more to i t than that? 

Par l i ament , through a ser i es of Rent and other A c t s , has evo l ved 
a sys tem of protect ion wh i ch va r i e s i n strength w i th the k ind of a c c ­
ommodation that you occupy , but unfortunately i t i s often d i f f i cu l t 
to dec ide w h i c h par t i cu la r category you f a l l i n t o . 

The two main categor ies of accommodation for th is purpose are 
l i c ences wh i ch can be terminated wi th very l i t t l e not ice after wh i ch 
you have no protect ion at a l l , and tenanc ies where there are vary ing 
degrees o f pro tec t ion . 

L i c e n c e s inc lude rooms in hote ls and hos t e l s , genuine bed and 
breakfast arrangements and p laces where the landlord or h i s agents 
have free a c c e s s , without reference to you , to a l l parts of the 
accommodat ion that you occupy . If you are given an agreement 
which c a l l s i t s e l f a l i c ence , th is does not n e c e s sa r i l y make you a 
l i c encee but i f the arrangement of the accommodat ion i s such that 
you don ' t have a room to yourse l f , and the agreement conta ins a 
c l ause to the ef fect that the landlord has the right to move one of 
you out and move in a replacement and i f each sharer s igns a sep­
arate agreement, then i t i s quite poss ib l e that this wou ld make you 
a l i c e n c e e . Rooms in a h a l l of res idence are a l so usua l l y l i c e n c e s . 
When a l i c ence is terminated, you become, in effect, a squatter . 
T h i s means that although the landlord cannot use force to e v i c t 
you , there is nothing to stop h im changing the l ocks wh i l e you are 
out. 

A l l other types of accommodation count as tenancies which means 
that your landlord can ' t get r id of you without a p o s s e s s i o n order 
from the courts . In addi t ion you are en t i t l ed to adequate notice of 
the landlord's intent ion to r e sc ind h i s arrangement wi th you, so , 
except in the case of a tenancy for a f ixed per iod , the landlord must 
give 28 days not ice in wr i t ing before he can even start app ly ing for 
a p o s s e s s i o n order. Any other attempt by the landlord to exc lude or 
harrass you const i tutes a c r im ina l offence for which he can be pro-< 
secuted by the l o c a l c o u n c i l . 

So, what are the chances of the court granting a pos s e s s i on order 
to a land lord who has g iven you a v a l i d not ice to qu i t? 

There are a number of c a s e s where the court w i l l almost ce r ta in l y 
g ive an order. These inc lude tenanc ies of p laces wh i ch used to be 
the land lord ' s res idence and he wants to l ive there again or wants 
i t for members of h is family who used to l i ve there or i f he bought 
the house as a retirement home and now wants to ret ire there. In 

both cases the landlord i s meant to notify you of any such in tent ion 
at the beg inning of the tenancy, in wr i t ing , but the court can d i s ­
pense with th is requirement. Other cases are where you s igned an 
agreement to stay for a per iod "of l e s s than eight months in an out 
of season ho l iday le t t ing or i f the le t t ing is for the purpose of a 
ho l iday (though you might sometimes be ab le to argue that i t was 
c l ea r l y not let for any such purpose) . The same app l i es to student 
le t t ings where the landlord i s the co l l ege or un ivers i t y ; p laces w i th 
a very high rateable va lue or extremely low rent and c ounc i l and 
hous ing a s s o c i a t i o n owned property. Another example of th is i s 
where the landlord offers you sui tab le a l ternat ive accommodat ion. 

If you are a tenant and your landlord l i v e s i n the same bu i l d ing 
(so l ong as the p l ace i s not a purpose bu i l t b lock of f lats) the court 
w i l l grant a p o s s e s s i o n order un less you apply to the rent t r ibunal 
before the expiry of the no t i ce per iod . T o f ind out how to do th is 
contact the wel fare centre or the hous ing department at your town 
h a l l . The Rent T r i buna l can grant you an ex tens ion of up to s i x 
months. A t the end of that period you can reapply but once the 
t r ibuna l protect ion i s exhausted a p o s s e s s i o n order w i l l be granted. 

There are a number of cases in wh i ch a court might graut an order 
depending on a l l the c i r cumstances - u s u a l l y where you are in breadi 
in your tenant 's ob l i ga t i ons . F o r example , if you f a i l to pay rent, 
break a condi t ion in the l ease , damage the furniture, sublet or a s ­
s ign without your land lord 's pe rmiss i on , a l l ow the p l ace to be used 
for i l l e g a l purposes or i f you annoy the neighbours by making too 
much noice or some other a n t i - s o c i a l ac t . Other ins tances are where 
you have given not ice that you intend to leave to the landlord and 
then changed your mind, if as a result of your not l eav ing the l a n d ­
lord would lose out and where the landlord (who d idn ' t l ive there be­
fore) wants the p lace for h imse l f or for a member of h i s fami ly . 
In this case , however, an order w i l l only be granted i f the court 
th inks that greater hardship would be suffered by the landlord i f y o u 
were a l lowed to stay than would be suffered by you i f you had to 
look e lsewhere . 

In most other cases than those out l ined above you wou ld have 
security of tenuie for as long as you wanted to stay there so long 
as you fu l f i l l your ob l i ga t i ons . Owing to the complex i ty of th is 
subject , the above can only be a rough guide and i f you are threa­
tened wi th ev i c t i on you shou ld seek adv ice at the Welfare Centre 
wi th reference to your par t i cu la r c i r cums tances .

While most I.C. students were Christmas shopping, recovering 

from hangovers, or even revising (?) for Christmas tests, an intre­
pid party of four and two members of the academic staff made their 
ways to Goldsmith's College in Lewisham for the Annual Conferen­
ce of the World University Service (UK). ICU is an affiliate of WUS 
(UK), an organisation which actively helps the needs of students, 
in particular worldwide. 

WUS is an internat ional organizat ion which traces i ts roots to the 
1920s to a group ca l l e d European Student R e l i e f . T h i s was mainly 
concerned with the s i tuat ion of war-affected academics and tr ied to 
a l l e v i a t e their prob lems. The group adopted i ts present name in the 
1950s and now concentrates on projects w h i c h w i l l benefit commun­
i t i es as a who l e . WUS is ded icated to the freedom of thought and 
ac t i on in educat ion (a term taken in i ts w ides t p o s s i b l e sense by 
WUS) and pursues th is aim by encouraging educa t i ona l bodies , such 
as u n i v e r s i t i e s , to act respons ib ly s o c i a l l y . Hence WUS opposes a l l 
d i s c r i m i n a t i o n , exp lo i ta t i on and in jus t i ce in educat ion and, where 
it c a n , takes a c t i o n . 

The U K branch of WUS concentrates on the needs of overseas 
s tudents , par t i cu lar ly refugees in th is country, and to a sma l l e r 
extent in prov id ing information to the pub l i c , the Government and 
its members. H e l p i s g i v en , when requested, in se t t ing up projects 
whereby say a un ive rs i t y WUS group a s s i s t s a v i l l a g e in the Th i rd , 
World independent ly of WUS, though with i ts support . 

A s the 1978 Treasurer , M r . B i l l Robertson of I.e., reported WUS 
(UK) is an educat iona l char i t y . Approach ing £3 m i l l i on was spent 
in 1977/8, but the importance of th is money l i es in the use to wh i ch 
i t ' has been put. The Government, through the Overseas Development 
Min is t ry and WUS, supports C h i l e a n , Ugandan, E th i op ian and Indo-
C h i n e s e refugee students in the U K and A f r i can s tudents at the 
Un i ve r s i t y of R h o d e s i a . Through char i tab l e trusts and ind i v idua l 
donat ions , a id i s g iven to Kurd i sh students in the U K and P a l e s ­
t in ian and Nepa l e s e students ove rseas . I .C. c o l l e c t e d £500 for WUS 
during reg is trat ion las t term; s im i lar co l l e c t i ons were held around 
the country . Some un ivers i t y and co l l ege WUS groups even f inance 
s cho l a r sh ips themse l ves . C o l l e g e author i t ies a s s i s t by wa iv ing fees 
for needy s t u d e n t s . However , B i l l Robertson warned aga ins t over-
dependence on f inance from Government s o u r c e s , wh ich might not 
a lways be forthcoming. 
Nebulous 

R i cha rd L u c e , M P , Shadow M in i s t e r for Ove rseas Development 
spoke about " H u m a n R ights and Educa t i ona l A i d " . He began by 
emphas i s ing that human r i gh t s ' problems are bas i c but " n e b u l o u s " . 
H a v i n g l a id down cer ta in cond i t i ons for c ons ide r ing human r ights , 
in par t i cu lar that condemnation of inhumane regimes must be i r res­
pect ive of the p o l i t i c a l complex ion of the par t i cu lar regime (e.g. 
Sov ie t Un ion and Iran), Mr . L u c e went on to say that human r ights ' 
problems have to be dea l t wi th country by country wi th due regard to 
h i s t o r i c a l , s t ra teg ic and economic factors. T h i s contradictory s tand­

point was t yp i ca l of a speech that asked many ques t i ons , but a n s ­
wered very few; it seems strange for a Shadow M in i s t e r not to be 
ful l of poss ib l e so lu t i ons to such bas ic (but " n e b u l o u s " ) problems. 

However , M r . L u c e made severa l points that are worth repeat ing. 
In pr inc ip l e he expressed support for voluntary o rgan i za t i ons , such 
as WUS.Ox fam and Amnesty Internat ional , who can gain c r ed ib i l i t y 
abroad by being po l i t ca l l y neut ra l . Such cha r i t i e s are v i ta l s i n c e 
they have the organizat ion to bypass regimes and d is tr ibute a id and 
educat ion where needed, i .e. the people , e f f i c i en t l y and at short 
no t i ce . In most cases it would be d i f f i cu l t for the Government to do 
this wh i l e working with the regime in ques t i on . At the moment, 
refugee students are o f f i c i a l l y c l a s s e d as overseas students and 
there is no Governmental strategy for refugees, par t i cu lar l y in regaid 
to educa t i on .Mr . L u c e suggested that human rights po l i cy should be 
i n s t i tu t i ona l i s ed in Br i t a in and that in the long-term refugees should 
be he lped so that they could return home. 
Tuit ion F e e s 

The Rt . H o n . Shir ley W i l l i ams , M P , gave a speech on " E d u c a t i o n 
for Overseas S t u d e n t s " . After reaff irming her strong belief that theie 
should be a " s u b s t a n t i a l proportion of overseas s t u d e n t s " in B r i ­
t i sh further educa t i on , she out l ined the Government 's strategy in 
th is area . T h i s i n c ludes , as desc r ibed in F E L I X last week, that 
the " h i d d e n s u b s i d y " of £100 m towards overseas student fees from 

the Government shou ld be used " p o s i t i v e l y " to he lp " s e l e c t e d 
g r o u p s " par t i cu lar ly from deve lop ing coun t r i e s . T h i s would mean 
the others would have to pay more, and the M in i s t e r suggested 
means- test ing and academic s cho l a r sh i p s to help those less w e l l -
off. ( N B ICU i s opposed to both of these ) . 

Mrs . W i l l i ams echoed Mr. L u c e ' s point that a sys temat i c approach 
for overseas students and refugees is needed and emphas ised that 
admiss i ons are the r e spons ib i l i t y of the academic wor ld and not of 
immigration o f f i ce rs . 
Workshops 

Between speeches and conference bus ine s s , three workshops took 
p l a ce . Unfortunate ly , very l i t t l e was ach i eved in terms of new policy 
or new ideas , s i n c e most of the time was spent in de f in ing the pro­
blem to be d i s c u s s e d . T h i s was due to the w ide range of exper ience 
(or lack of it) between the de legates . Hence the WUS workers l ead­
ing the workshops tended to dominate; a pos i t i on shown in the 
reso lut ions prepared by each workshop, wh ich on the whole ,support ­
ed the present work of WUS and its workers . . 

T h i s year ICU has c o l l e c t ed about £500 for WUS and organised 
an A n t i - R a c i a l i s t Week. However , there is no WUS group in ICU and 
consequent ly Ex te rna l A f fa i rs Committee are r espons ib l e for WUS 
af fairs in I C U . So anyone interested in WUS, and i ts a f fa irs , i s w e l ­
come to contact Sheyne L u c o c k for more information.

B r i t a i n , met and marr ied her Indonesian hus­
band in Europe and in 1952 se t t l ed wi th h im 
in Indones ia . Mr . Budiardjo had a government 
job and she jo ined the Fore i gn M i n i s t r y . 

In 1965 there was an an t i - communis t 
counter-coup in w h i c h , it has been e s t ima t ­
ed , about one m i l l i on people were k i l l e d 
and ha l f - f i -mi l l i on impr isoned . S ince then 
many thousands have been imprisoned 
without t r i a l or charge, many of them not 
even d i rec t l y connected with the communis t 
attempted coup or the communist party. 

In the purges that fo l lowed the Bud iard jos 
were d i s m i s s e d and Mr. Budiard jo was impr i -

v soned . H e was freed in late 1967 but in Sept­

ember 1968, the army arr ived to arrest M r s . 
Budiardjo herse l f . Her husband happened to 
be in the house at the time and so , desp i te 
h i s car ry ing a document dec l a r ing h i s u n ­
cond i t i ona l r e l ease , he was arrested a l s o . 

E v e n t u a l l y , due ent i re ly to efforts by 
Amnes t y , M r s . Bjd iardjo was re leased in 
November 1971 and a l l owed to return to 
B r i t a i n , where she has been campaigning 
for the re lease of other Indonesian p o l i t i c a l 
pr isoners ever s i n c e .

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ASTMS- The Settlement 
The dispute between the Association of 

Scientific, Technical and Managerial Staff 
at IC and the College, which ended last 
week, is estimated to have cost the College 
a quarter of a million pounds. 

F o r ten weeks t e chn i c i ans refused to 
work on a lmos t a l l e l e c t r i c a l equipment as 
i t had no t been i n s p e c t e d i n accordance 
w i t h C o l l e g e Safety P o l i c y . B e c a u s e the i r 
a c t i o n d i d no t amount to a s t r i k e , C o l l e g e 
w a s s t i l l pay ing up to £25,000 per week in 
wages to i d l e staf f . 

T h e se t t l ement g i v es A S T M S members the 
ex t ra f i ve d a y s ' annua l leave w h i c h they 
were demanding , g i v i n g them par i ty w i th 
academic re la ted staf f . It was the grant ing 
of ex t ra l eave to academic related s ta f f 
l a s t year w h i c h l e d to the s im i l a r demand 
by A S T M S members. T h e agreement w i l l be 
rev iewed in the c a s e o f any future r e v i s i o n 
o f l eave ent i t l ement for academic re la ted 
staf f . 

C o l l e g e has a l s o agreed to a phased pro­
gramme of implementat ion of the Safety P o ­
l i c y and a d e t a i l e d examinat ion of the s a f e ­
ty p o s i t i o n i n e a c h department. A S T M S i s to 
cooperate i n th is and has assured the Col lege 
that i t cannot see any future c i r cums tances 
a r i s i n g in w h i c h ac t i on on safety matters 
w i l l be comb ined w i t h i n d u s t r i a l a c t i on on 
non-safety mat ters . 

I C A S T M S Secretary Ar thur S ier to ld a 
meet ing of the un ion l a s t week that the 
agreement w a s " a c ons id e rab l e v i c t o r y " 

for A S T M S . H e s a i d that members must keep 
up the momentum on safety and look out for 
any unsafe equ ipment . 

A s a r e s u l t of the agreement normal work­
ing has been resumed. 

One matter wh i ch h e l d up the r eso lu t i on 
o f the d i spute for two days was the quest ion 
of P a m M a r t i n s , a Meta l lurgy Department 
photography t e c h n i c i a n , whom A S T M S 
c l a i m e d was be ing v i c t i m i s e d for her part i n 
the d i s p u t e . A statement was f i na l l y s i gned 
by L l o y d Thomas on beha l f of the Depar t ­
ment g i v i n g an assurance that " i t w i l l 
return to the s tatus quo that e x i s t ed before 
the d i s p u t e . " . 

The d i spu t e ove r ho l i days started i n June 
l a s t year and i s therefore probably the l o n g ­
es t d i spute i n v o l v i n g a whole sec t ion o f 
staf f in B r i t i s h un i v e r s i t y h is to ry . I C 
A S T M S stepped up the d ispute in November 
by tak ing ac t i on over C o l l e g e Safety P o l i c y . 
A t an 8 hour meet ing between C o l l e g e and 
A S T M S on F r i d a y 5th January under the 
cha i rmansh ip of a C o n c i l i a t i o n O f f i c e r o f the 
A d v i s o r y , C o n c i l i a t i o n and A rb i t r a t i on Ser­
v i c e ( A C A S ) agreement was reached in p r i n ­
c i p l e on l eave ent i t l ement par i ty for the 
t e c h n i c a l staff . Fur ther d i s c u s s i o n s extend­
ed the agreement to other A S T M S members 
in c o l l e g e . 

S im i l a r d i spu tes i n other L o n d o n C o l l e g e s 
have not been s e t t l ed . A S T M S accep ted that 
the agreement wou ld not set a precedent for 
staff i n other c o l l e g e s or u n i v e r s i t i e s .

Two s m a l l f i res broke out in co l l ege l a s t 

week but both were e x t i ngu i shed before the 
a r r i va l o f the f ire b r i gade . 

The f i r s t occurred on Wednesday in the 
C h e m i c a l E n g i n e e r i n g Department . A pos t ­
graduate i n a l e v e l 5 laboratory was work­
ing w i th the chem i ca l tetrahydrofuran w h i c h 
overheated and caught fire c aus ing a s m a l l 
amount of damage to the fume cupboard . Two 
postgraduates us ing hand-he ld fire e x t i n ­
gu ishers managed to put out the f lames be­
fore the fire brigade a r r i ved on the s c e n e .

G a s e s c a p i n g from the c y l i n d e r 
caught f i re s e t t ing l i gh t to a ta rpau l in and 
damaging a fume cupboard extractor h o o d . 

C o l l e g e staf f ran out a fire hose from 
l e v e l 4 of the b u i l d i n g and ex t i ngu i shed the 
f lames . The f ire br igade .arr ived in time to 
f i n i sh the j ob . Damage i s es t imated at £100.
