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AUT ready to 
accept pay offer 

Univers i ty vice-chancellors and the 
Association of Universi ty Teachers 
( A L T ) representatives have agreed 
a possible settlement to their five 
month o ld pay dispute w h i c h 
threatens 70,000 degrees. It took 
nearly seven hours on Tuesday to 
reach a dec i s ion o n the new 
proposals put forward by Sir Pat 
Lowrv, independent negotiator and 
chairman of the talks. 

According to the new deal, all 
academic staff w i l l receive a six per 
cent pay increase from A p r i l 1 and 
a l u m p s u m of £150. This may be 
increased to £285 at the discretion 
of the universities, equivalent tc 
backdating the offer to January 1. 
There wi l l also be a merit award of 
one per cent in October to reward 
high performance and to attract 
applications to short-staffed areas. 

Despite reservations the A U T 
have recommended this offer to 
their members. Diana Warwick, 
general secretary of the A U T , said 
that this was not a fair deal but the 
best t h e y c o u l d d o in the 
circumstances. 

There were varying opinions in 
the A U T executive itself. Some 
members wanted to hold out for the 
original claim of six per cent from 
March I, backdated to January 1. 

The terms of the settlement are 
being examined by the A U T council 
meetings on Thursday, Friday and 
Saturday and a ballot wi l l be held 
if it is felt necessary. 

Dr Susan Parry, speaking on 
behalf of the A U T at Imperial 
College, said that they were less 
than happy wi th the 'extremely 
small ' offer. She mentioned in 
part icular that some members 
w o u l d be very unhappy that the 
offer was not backdated to 1988. She 
e x p r e s s e d c o n c e r n about the 
discretionary use of the one per cent 
merit rises in October and said that 
they would prefer it to be 'across the 

board ' . 
Dr Parry said that the University 

Grants Committee funding was 
better at IC than at most other 
universities and added that she 
hoped the Rector, Professor Eric 
A s h w o u l d offer a lump sum greater 
than £150. 

Professor A s h told FELIX that the 
College w o u l d be as generous as it 
possibly could, indicating that he 
was limited by the amount of money 
available. H e said that he w o u l d 
prefer to act in accord with other 
L o n d o n colleges, which might l imit 
his offer further. He added that he 
was looking forward to the end of 
the action and hoped the A U T 
w o u l d ratify the proposals at their 
council meeting. 

Tension over the dispute has been 
ris ing recently. O n M o n d a y the 
lecturers' leaders w o n a H i g h Court 
injunction to prevent the sacking of 
600 lecturers who had refused to 
mark examination papers at the 
University of Wales College at 
Cardiff . The students at Cardiff are 
support ing their lecturers, having 
accused the college of doing nothing 
to resolve the conflict. Lecturers at 
Swansea had been warned that their 
pay would be stopped if thev also 
refused to mark papers. 

Disaster 
strikes! 
The p r o d u c t i o n of F E L I X was 
delayed this week due to the failure 
of the Print Unit ' s offset litho 
printing machine. The machine 
broke d o w n on Thursday morning, 
two days after its regular service, 
when a critical component sheared. 
FELIX Editor, Bill G o o d w i n said that 
he was unsure when the paper 
w o u l d appear and described the 
incident as 'bloody typical . '

No books for St Mary's 
Academics at St M a r y ' s Hospital 

Medical School are angry at the 
School 's decision to convert one of 
its libraries into a locker and work 
room for BSc students. 

Thev are worried that the closure 
of the Wright Flemming Institute 
library, which holds 1000 journals 
on microbiology and immunology 
wi l l make it much more difficult for 
academics to access the texts they 
need. 

Al though the journals wi l l be 
rehoused in the School's main 
library, an equivalent number of 
journals wil l have to be put into the 
library depository in E^ham because 
of a shortage of space. 

H e a d of the i m m u n o l o g y 
Department, Professor Brent told 
FELIX that the library's conversion 
was 'of no benefit whatsoever' and 
said that the removal of journals to 

Egham w o u l d mean the loss of a 
significant academic resource'. 

The lack of space is so acute that 
St Marys wil l be unable to bid for 
medical books from the Senate 
House collection w h e n it becomes 
an arts only library in 1990. There 
are also fears that the intake of 
periodicals — 500 of which have to 
be discarded each vear to make 
room new titles — will have to be cut 
back. 

'We've been given extra monev to 
buv periodicals in new areas but we 
are not sure where to put them' said 
Senior Assistant Librarian S a m m y 
Smith . 

The library's application to St 
Mary ' s accommodation Committee 
for 400 square feet of basement 
space, sufficient to store 8000 
journals in high density shelving, 
was turned d o w n in June last vear.

Harbouring a 
grudge?

1 believed that M r Cartwright 
w o u l d be a very capable and involved warden, 
the students w o u l d like h i m and, by the sounds 
of his suggestions for organising events and social 
interaction, he w o u l d be an asset to the residence 
system. 

It is w i t h some embarrassment that I must 
apologise to the other members of that panel for 
misleading them. 

A t one point this year I had the pleasure of 
w a n d e r i n g around Will is-Jackson H o u s e . I 
inititally gained access through the main door 
w h i c h d i d not shut properly . The sub-warden 
told me that Joe was in his flat, even though I 
k n e w he was i n another part of the country. A s 
a matter of fact M r Cartwright spends most 
weekends i n the South M i d l a n d s . I was 
readmitted by the same sub-warden through a 
door w i t h a miss ing 'break glass in case of f ire ' 
lock. The lock was an absolute disgrace. T w o of 
the fire exits were blocked by bikes and a bed. 

The above is shadowed into insignificance 
compared w i t h the inconvenience to w h i c h he 
put a number of his students over the Easter 
vacation. A t Easter the whole of Willis-Jackson 
H o u s e was . turned over to an outside company 
meaning that all the students had to move out, 
whether they were staying i n College over the 
vacation or not. M r Cartwright informed his 
residents w h e n they f o u n d out about the 
situation that the posit ion had been forced on 
them by the wardens sub-committee and that he 
was d o i n g all he could to rectify the posit ion. 
W h y , if this was the case, d i d I k n o w that W-J 
H o u s e was to be turned over to the company in 
January before the wardens sub-committee met? 
W h y d o n e i t h e r the m i n u t e s or the 
representatives of that committee remember this 
decision being made? W h y , if this was the case, 
d i d wardens make a decision which is specifically 
a matter for S R C . 

I believe M r Cartwright is tell ing porkies. 
Perhaps M r Cartwright w o u l d like to write back 
and correct the fol lowing story if he can f ind fault 
i n it .

Graduate pay 
A report in Tuesday's Educational 
Guardian s h o w s that graduate 
earnings have been s h o w n to 
increase in the last six years. 

The lowest rises have been in 
teaching, nurs ing and social work. 
1980 graduates in these professions 
earned an average of £9,000 in 1987, 
only £1,000 more than 1986 starting 
salaries. 

This is in stark contrast to earnings 
for graduates w h o took jobs in the 
financial sector, where average 
gross salaries exceeded £20,000 in 
1987. M e c h a n i c a l E n g i n e e r s 
c o m m a n d e d above average 
graduate salaries in the same period, 
at around £13,000.

Is the Union trying to starve us? 
Staff in the U n i o n snackbar say they 
are 'really embarrassed' at having to 
serve reduced portions fo l lowing a 
clamp d o w n on Wednesday. 

The decision to reduce portion 
size was t a k e n by s n a c k b a r 
manager, Ian Richards, in the wake 
of large losses i n recent months and 
anv staff caught giving over large 
portions w i l l be forced to pay for 
them themselves. 

M r Richards told FELIX that the 
portions the snackbar had been 
serving were larger than those 
budgeted for w h e n deciding the 
snackbars pricing policy, which 
provides an average markup of 60% 
on food items. 

According to the most recent 
figures, the snackbar made a loss of 
L949 in February and £2171 in 
December. This compares wi th a 
p r o f i t of £ 1 5 0 5 i n O c t o b e r . 

Some of the losses are thought to 
have been the result of thefts from 
the snackbar's store room before 
Easter. About £100 of vending

A special rate 
lias been negotiated with the agency 
through an alumnus of the College 
who serves on the College Alumnus 
Board.

S n a c k b a r 

The Union's decision this week to reduce the portion size in the snackbar 
still further is typical of the warped money grabbing attitude which the 
Union administration has adopted throughout the year. 

It is outrageous that the Union should consider profit margins more 
important than providing students with a reasonable quantity of food at 
a reasonable price. 

Now it is no longer possible to buy a meal in the snackbar and eat it 
without feeling hungry afterwards. No wonder the staff are embarrassed 
about having to serve the new slim-line portions. 

The Union Deputy President's argument, that the snackbar has been 
making a loss because portions have been too large, is typical of the 
twisted logic of a man so engulfed in red tape that he has disappeared 
into his own bureaucratic back passage. 

It does not take much intelligence to realise that the real reason the 
snackbar is not making a profit is because it has lost most of its customers. 
Just compare the massive queues of last year with the empty tables of 
this year. Ask yourself why the Union bought two tills at the start of the 
year to cope with the expected demand and now finds it can easily manage 
with only one? • 

Students do not eat in the snackbar because it is not good value for 
money. Despite the good quality of the food, they need filling meals at 
a reasonable price. Customers will not spend money on a meal which will 
leave them feeling hungry afterwards. 

The financial problems of the snackbar will solve themselves when 
students perceive the snackbar to be good value for money. When this 
happens students will start eating at the snackbar as regularly as they 
have done in the past.

Rupert Clayton deserves a pat on the back for organising an advertising 
gathering campaign for the Union publications. Hopefully, the 1,400 letters

The Best Class Of Degreed 
I am moved to reply to Sydney Harbour-Bridge's articles in FELIX as they 
have provoked sadness and disbelief amongst many friends and 
colleagues. Those who know me well would agree that this move is an 
uncharacteristic step for me to take. But a more representative view must 
be voiced to redress the balance. Sydney's articles, titled 'IC—A worse 
class of degree?' argued the case that IC expects its students to work too 
hard. He believes that the typical IC student has little time left to enjoy 
a full social life once they have waded through the work expected of them. 
The articles included colourful examples of his contemporaries who, after 
leaving IC, found 'success' and 'happiness' at different universities or 
in other walks of life. I would like to start my article by giving some case 
histories of my own which show totally opposite experiences to Sydney 
and his friends. I will also try to explain the reasons why Sydney believes 
IC is such a terrible place. 

Token sad story 
Sydney 's last article included the 
sad story of 'Chr i s ' , an 'enthusiastic 
and socially active character' who is 
said to have been screwed up by the 
l( system. 

I have .i close friend w h o left 
si hool at the same time as me; w h o 
was a br i l l iant mathemat ic ian , 
scoring A ' s and distinctions in the 
two maths subjects he took at 
school. He went to L ' C L , a college 
that has both arts and science 
faculties a ratio of women to men 

...depressed,..,drugs 

higher than Imperial 's and which 
houses a higher proport ion of 
students in college accommodation 
than Imperial . His course d id not 
push him too hard, but after a term, 
he became depressed, got heavily 
involved in drugs and eventually 
dropped out without taking any 
exams. H e never tried to re-enter 
higher education again. 

What does this story prove? It 
proves absolutely nothing. It is a 
true but colourful case of one 
person's experience of university. 
Just like Sydney's 'Chr is ' , my friend 
was not suited to higher education 
but he was pushed along the path 
which is the accepted norm for 
bright students. Few people tried to 
look at things from his point of 
view. M a n y said he was needlessly 
wasting his skills. H e turned against 
these people. However , some of us 
did attempt to understand and 
accept h is a t t i tude . W e have 
remained f i rm friends. 

Success at Imperial? 
For want of a worse example, I can 
list my o w n experiences at Imperial 
to counter the claim that IC students 
must endure all work and no play. 
In mv 3 ' : vears as an undergraduate 
in the Mechanica l Engineer ing 
department, I haved managed to 
remain an enthusiastic rower (a 
sport that now takes up between 15 

and 20 hours a week); I have been 
sports editor of FELIX; treasurer of 
a society; a regular at parties in the 
U n i o n ; IC representative at our 
profession's institution; taken part 
and w o n a national business game; 
led one expedition to Baltistan and 
will be leading another this summer. 
If the catalogue of successes reads 
too much l ike a management 
consultants C V then 1 should also 
say that I have suffered failures too: 
s o m e b i t t e r l y p e r s o n a l ; s o m e 
embarrassingly publ ic . But the 
supportive environment that I have 
found at this college, and the 
l i t e r a l l y i n f i n i t e v a r i e t y of 
opportunities available at IC have 
helped me bounce back. 

Y o u don ' t need to be mega 
intelligent to enjoy the opportunities 
available here and still get through 
the academic course. I managed 
mediocre 2:2's in my first two vears, 
\ ct 1 have recently been offered an 
excellent job, even though I was up 
against the most able Oxbridge 
candidates. M v interviewers made 
it clear how highly they valued a 
degree from IC. 

have tried to strike a balance 
be tween w o r k and p lay that 
respects the academic needs of my 
course but still allows me the 
freedom to participate in what I 
want, when I want. I was once 
accused of being selfish because of 

Embarrassingly public 
failures 

this attitude. Selfish is an emotive 
word that implies unfairness to 
others in the pursuit of your o w n 
goals. I w o u l d prefer to describe my 
attitude as opportunist : taking 
opportunities as thev come, even 

reating them, but never at the cost 
of hurt ing someone else. 

Does mv case disprove those that 
Sydney used to discredit IC? N o , 
not as an isolated example. But I 
k n o w m v experiences are not 
unique. M a n y friends and colleages 

have thoroughly enjoyed their time 
here at IC because they have struck 
their o w n balances between work 
and play. Once we are in steady 
jobs, we won 't be able to get 
involved in so many wild and wacky 
things. We may as well make the 
most of those opportunities now 

See both sides 
H a v i n g read this far, you could be 
forgiven for th inking that I believe 
IC is perfect (or that I am being paid 
to write this). I don' t (and I'm not) 
But 1 do refuse to adopt Sydney 's 
total negative att i tude that if 
something is wrong, everything 
must be w r o n g . This negativity is 
endemic in our tabloid society 
w h e r e e v e r y t h i n g must be 
expressed in black and white; where 
no one attempts to understand 
another's point of v iew. W e are 
becoming more and more polarised

H o w many of us are all to eager to 
write a letter of complaint to the 
Bank manager , or o u r U n i o n 
President? But h o w many w o u l d 
write to sav thank you , or well 
d o n e ' Fewer 1 w o u l d expect. 

Our opposing opinions 
Why should Sydney and I hold such 
different views of life at 1C? I do not 
know Sydney personally but can 
identify two influences that may 
give us these opposing opinions. 

A major influence on Sydney 
could be his experiences as I C U 
President last year. The hostile role 
that he chose to a d o p t was 
understandable to defend himself 
f rom the constant barrage of 
bickering he had to endure in that 
role. This must have taken its toll 
a n d left some b i t te rness . I 
personally w i l l avoid confrontation 
where ever possible: an attitude 
usually mistaken as an easy way 
out, whereas in practice it often 
requires a high level oi tolerance and 
understanding. 

The other influence stems from 
the different environments in which 
we study. 1 have been fortunate 
enough to take mv degree in a 
department that has consistently 

been judged outstanding in the last 
few years. Sydney ' s department 
was recently condemned by the 
U G C as s e c o n d rate . O u r 
environments, at opposite ends of 
a spectrum, w i l l obviously give us 
different attitudes towards our 
lecturers and the work we do for 
them. 

T h e r e w i l l be m a n y o t h e r 
influences on our points of view but 
these m a y p r o v e the m o s t 
significant. D o they prove that 1 am 

M W and wacky 

right or that Sydney is wrong? N o . 
Sydney is not totally w r o n g in what 
he says. He has s imply put forward 
his blinkered and unbalanced view, 
without considering the issue in full . 
His central argument against IC was 
that our tutors expect us to work too 
hard. 

Lecturers at fault too 
I believe Sydney has been led into 
making this statement because both 
he and the lecturers often fail to 
appreciate each other's point of 
v iew. 

Most lecturers and academics are 
people w h o dedicate their lives to 
the pursuit of knowledge. Their 
values are based u p o n respect for 
learning and the acquisition of 
knowledge. Most students at IC, 
wi th the exception of the minority 
w h o w i s h to progress to an 
academic life, have a different value 
system. They base their value 
system u p o n a more industrial 
culture, where status is associated 
wi th progression u p the managerial 
ladder. Too many lecturers fail to 
appreciate that their students are 
not devoted to the pursuit of 
excellence but are here, as a means 
to an end, to gain a degree. A n d 
many students fail to respect the 
values of their tutors. 

No philosophy 
It w o u l d be arrogant to finish this 
ar t ic le w i t h some g u i d i n g 
phi losophy on how to make the 
most of IC. Everyone is different 
and adapts to a situation in a 
different way. What has proved 
successful for me could prove 
disastrous for another. What should 
become clear, however, is that 
whatever direction you choose, you 
wi l l only get out.of life as much as 
vou put i n . 

There is a lot of work to do at IC, 
especially now, w i t h the exams 
looming up . G o o d luck and I hope 
you have a good time too!

The Palestinian Story-
The geography of Palestine has been 
r e d e f i n e d by c o n q u e s t after 
conquest , a n d each successive 
empire has engraved its mark. Y o u 
can see the remains of Roman 
pillars; Bvzantine and Crusaders 
forts; Saracen palaces and mosques; 
a n d C h r i s t i a n c h u r c h e s . A n d 
surrounding the entire O l d Ci ty , a 
Turkish wall built by the Ottomans 
d u r i n g their 4(X)-year reign. 

When C o d sent Abraham out of 
L r to seek the promised land, 
A b r a h a m left w h a t was then 
Mesopotamia and is now Iraq. H e 
discovered the land of Canaan— 
today the state of Israel. 

I he boundaries of today's Israel 
outline much the same territory as 
that settled in by the tribes of Joshua 
after they seized the land from the 
Canaanites 3,(XX) vears ago. 

A century ago, vic ious anti-
Semitism was sweeping Russia and 
I urope. and out of that came a 
movement to create a Jewish home 
in the ancient land of Z i o n (which 
means 'the h i l l in Jerusalem'). The 
movement was called Z i o n i s m . It's 
author, a H u n g a r i a n journalist 
named Theodre Her/I. Herz l asked 
the l u r k s for part ot Palestine and 
She British for C y p r u s . For a time, 
the British offered to resettle the 
Jews in what is n o w Uganda , but 
even as Herzl s search went on, 
many Jews were already heading for 
Palestine. 

In the years that fol lowed, Jewish 
settlements sprouted up throughout 
the land. By 1914 there were 100,000 
Jews in Palestine. In 1917, the 
Balfour Declaration was approved, 
endorsing a national homeland for 
the lews in Palestine. 

Palestinians demonstrated against 
the Declaration and British support 
lor a Jewish homeland. After al l , 
thev then represented some 90% of 
the population there. Yet the Balfour 
Declaration had, in effect, called 
them intruders—'The existing non-
lew ish communit ies in Palestine'. 

The Palestinians l ived under 
British rule for thirty years, from the 
e n d of the first wor ld war in 1918. 
Bv 1920, there were almost forty 
Zionist colonies in Palestine. Behind 
the British military shield, Jewish 
immigration continued to bui ld . So, 
too, d i d Palestinian frustration, until 
f inally, in 1936, the outrage against 
B r i t a i n ' s o n e - s i d e d p r o - Z i o n i s t 
policy crystallised in the Arabs ' first 
a r m e d r e b e l l i o n . T h e f i g h t i n g 
between Palestinians and the British 
lasted for three years, from 1936 to 

1939. Faced with the prospect of w o u n d e d . 
World War II, Britain unleashed its 
ful l military power against the 
Palestinians, and smashed their 
revolt. Some 3,000 Palestinians 
d i e d : f i f t een t h o u s a n d were 

Britain disbanded all political 
organisations and exiled the political 
leadership. They systematically 
disarmed the Palestinian population 
and armed the Jewish populat ion. 

The Biblical Claim to Palestine 

The original inhabitants ot Palestine were the 
Canaanites, 3,000 years ago. Today's 
Palestinians claim to be descendants ot the 
Canaanites which, they say, gives them 
historical precedence over the Jews who occupy 
the country. 

But the Israelis believe that their right to 
Palestine is laid d o w n the book of Genesis. 
According to Genisis, G o d presented Abrham 
with the land ot the Canaanites; 
',4s an everlasting possession I will give you and 

your descendants after you the land in which you are 
now aliens, all the land of Canaan, and I will be God 
to your descendants." 

The Palestinians argue that Palestine has been 
ruled by Musl ims for several hundred years and 
that it is a M u s l i m land. Their argument is 
backed up by the Quoran; 
"Abraham was neither a Jew nor yet a Christian; he 
was full of honour, a Muslim, and not among those 
who equate partners with God" 

The Palestinians, defenseless and 
po l i t i ca l ly weak, n o w had to 
contend with Jewish determination. 

In 1947 the U n i t e d N a t i o n s 
'part i t ion ' of Palestine gave control 
of 55% of the land to the Jews who 
occupied only 5.5% of the country. 
H u n d r e d s of t h o u s a n d s of 
Palestinians were driven from their 
homes, creating a new generation of 
m i s e r y . T h e fact that the 
Palestinian's exodus went largely 
unnoticed by the world was further 
proof of the terrible isolation and 
p o w e r l e s s n e s s these p e o p l e 
suffered. 

The exodus was intensified by the 
1948 massacre in Deir-Yassin, part 
of a deliberate campaign to terrorise 
the Palestinians. T w o h u n d r e d and 
fifty were slaughtered; women were 
raped and shot; bodies were 
mutilated and stuffed d o w n wells . 
M a n y people left their villages 
without f ighting because they were 
afraid that what happened i n Deir-
Yassin was to be repeated. 

About one month later, on the 
same day, British rule officially 
ended and Israel became a state. 
Between 1948 and 1950 Israel 
systematically destroyed 379 of 475 
villages. H o w many were evicted, 
h o w many just fled, w i l l never be 
k n o w n . ' But over 700,000 
P a l e s t i n i a n s have been m a d e 
homeless f inding their way to 
refugee camps in Jordan, Gaza , 
Syria and Lebanon. 

Peaceful methods having failed, 
the P a l e s t i n i a n L i b e r a t i o n 
Organisation (PLO) was formed in 
1948 to draw attention to the plight 
of the Palestinians. P L O guerrilas 
launched attacks against Israel and 
other targets, but by 1967 the 
Palestinians had lost control of the 
remaining parts of Palestine. 

The Israelis continued bul ldozing 
and blowing up Palestinian homes. 
According to human rights groups, 
an estimated 1,300 houses were 
dynamited in between 1967 and 
1988. Since conquering the West 
Bank and Gaza 21 years ago, Israel 
has deported 1,232 people, some of 
w h o m were activists, but many 
were teachers, doctors, lawyers or 
journalists. 

Forty one years ago, it was the 
children of Palestine w h o lost their 
land. N o w it's their grand children. 
Three generations without a home. 
The time has come, they believe, to 
regain their h o n o u r and thus 
provide overall justice to all the 
people of three major religions.

They have all 
the advantages of being an 
independent—there's two people 
running it, and we're the third band on 
the label, and so we have all that 
attention, but then we have the backing 
of the mighty EMI, who handle all the 
distribution and promo stuff, while the 
artistic side is all worked out with Food. 
So it's the*best of both worlds. 

D i d y o u get many other offers? 
We didn't really hang around long 

enough, because Food would take us out, 
get us drunk and kiss us a lot—we felt 
obliged really to sign with them. 

You' re labelled as a skate band. D o 
y o u like that label? 
Well, 1 don't like any label, but again, 

that's one of the things people say about 
us that I'm reasonably happy with.

pub, and saw this person there with a 
pair of Vision Streetwear shoes on. So 
I looked at these shoes, looked in his face 
and said 'Where do you skate?'...and 
then we xvent skating and he joined the 
band later on. 

What were you doing before the 
band? 
The kei/board player has a degree in 

Latin. The bass player had a very short­
lived college career—I think he did 
horticulture.

I did 'A' 
levels, but I loathed them, so 1 got out 
as soon as 1 could. 

W o u l d y o u say this is 'your band'?

Do the rest of the band refer to y o u 
as Jesus?

A Cry in the 
Dark 
This is a true story. 

It's a story we all k n o w somthing 
about, or think we do. A t the very 
least, everybody has an op in ion o n 
the death of A z a r i a Chamber la in . 
H a n d s u p those w h o think the 
dingo d i d it. 

The trouble is, m u c h of what y o u 
hear, and i n this trial everything, is 
filtered through the press. A n d that 
means distored. So w h e n L i n d y 
C h a m b e r l a i n lost her daughter 
d u r i n g a camping trip to Ayers 
Rock, the media began a witch hunt 
that was rapidly supported by the 
Austra l ian public and m u c h of the 
w o r l d . 

Before seeing this f i lm I for one 
had no idea that the accused had 
b e e n p r o v e d i n n o c e n t a n d 

exonerated, and I suspect there are 
a great deal of people in a similar 
frame of m i n d . But it seems rather 
extravagant that Australia's biggest 
ever f i lm should be s imply an 
attempt to set the record straight 
and highlight the miscarriage of 
justice. 

From the opening shots in M o u n t 
Isa, the Chamberlains are shown as 

a stable contente*d family. The dingo 
is shown leaving the tent, and at no 
time does the fi lm ever suggest there 
is any d o u b t about L i n d y ' s 
innocence. The message is stated 
clearly and f i rmly. 

A s the story moves from inquest, 
to trial, to imprisonment, the movie 
pulls no punches in showing the 
immoralitv of the tabloids. Notably 

the press are bored unless there is 
an opportunity for further scandal-
mongering. This slant is acceptable 
and necessary->-there are no holds 
barred in the gutter press. 

Throughout , M e r y l Streep's lead 
is both sol id and believable, the 
overburdened and unsuppor ted 
defendant being shown as a human 
being. Husband Michael (Sam Neill) 
shows strength then fragility, and 
though easily outshone by his 
Oscar-nominated counterpart, is 
proficient nevertheless. Director 
Fred Schepisi leaves a little more to 
be desired, being somewhat erratic 
and at times jerkey. The aerial 
landscape shots are pleasant, a n d 
used to good effect. 

A Cry in the Dark is not an 
entertaining movie , and Indiana 
Jones III and the new Bond f i lm have 
no worries there. It could be classed 
alongside other scapegoat fi lms liks 
The Accused or Scandal. L ike those, 
it is something y o u should go and 
watch if y o u have an interest in the 
events it portrays, not just so y o u 
can see M e r y l Streep g iv ing birth.

CONTEMPORARY 
DANCE 

May Ball 
Whereof we cannot speak we 
s h o u l d be silent, we were told by 
L u d w i g Wittgenstein the father of 
modern phi losophy and part-time 
hermetic eccentric. But I don't recall 
a n y s u c h dic ta t f o r b i d d i n g 
movement in the face of such 
spiritual/phsysiological twitchings 
or for that matter any argument 
prec luding the m a k i n g of music . It 
is perhaps in instinctive appreciation 
of this that contemporary dance 
choreographers continue to discover 
new ways i n w h i c h the movements 
of the h u m a n ' s o u l ' (for want, as 
ever, of a better word) can be 
translated into movements of the 
h u m a n form. Where language fails 
d a n c e w i l l o f ten s u c c e e d , 
outstr ipping the boldest aspirations 
of the writ ten w o r d . 

Examples of such success have 
been as obvious and as welcome as 
the 'greenhouse' spring that's been 
baking the city for these past weeks 
as L o n d o n hosted some of the most 
e x c i t i n g n e w s h o w s f r o m a n 
international l ine-up of company's 
m a k i n g their Bri t ish tours. 

The A p r i l i n Paris season at The 
Place launched Revolutionary Tactics 
a programme of activities organised 

to focus o n F r e n c h dance 
t h r o u g h o u t th i s b i c e n t e n n i a l 
a n n i v e r s a r y of the F r e n c h 
R e v o l u t i o n . T h e ten dance 
premieres from the best of the 
French scene that were featured 
included Le Ballet d u Fargistan with 
'Enigmas Miniatures and Other 
Vis ions ' . Featuring parts of l imbs 
and heads p r o t r u d i n g through 
mobile black frames and other 
disorientating devices the effect was 
hypnotic and compell ing. Neither 
was the ' funny-bone factor' lost on 
the less se l f -conscious of the 
audiences as, in spite of themselves, 
they collapsed into titters at the sight 
of a half of a head floating across the 
stage or a naked man, haloed w i t h 
flowers, casually recl ining. The 
music was often equally as strange 
featuring a range of sounds f rom 
classic French springtime accordion 
music to the explosive blast of the 
didgeridoo (a fantastic instrument 
that must be heard live) courtesy of 
British composer D a v i d Coulter . 

After two days at The Place the 
company m o v e d o n to play two 
more nights to open the M a y season 
at the Waterman's Arts Centre in 
Brentford but after stopping at 
Cardiff and Glasgow have n o w 
f l o w n back over the c h a n n e l , 
proving that y o u need to be quick 
off the mark to catch any single act 
on the fast track of contemporary 
dance. 

A s a good place to start then, if 
you're eager to f ind the ideal 
re f resher f r o m an excess of 
Chekovian chunnerr ing here is a 
brief guide to what 's coming for the 
rest of this month as the focus of 

L o n d o n dance shifts to Waterman's 
Arts Centre—a venue constantly 
b u z z i n g w i t h f i lm, theatre, dance 
and live music but still maintaining

Adventures in Motion Pictures— 
with three exciting pieces inc luding 
Kalenda M a i a ' by choreographer or 

"Hey DJ! Any chance of some 
Kylie Minogue?" 

a relaxed ' family ' atmosphere that 
w i l l not admit of pretence.
